Gateway is a large, successful, three form entry community primary school serving the Lisson Grove and Church Street area of Westminster. We are currently in the process of undergoing a major building programme to build a major extension on the side of our existing building. This will enable us to offer a twenty first century education to our children. The building work should be near completion for the start of the Autumn term 2007.
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The new extension, a model of which is pictured above, will have a new library, ICT suites, additional classroom, group rooms, community classroom, new kitchen and dining room.

Though Gateway serves an area with many economic problems we expect our children to work hard and make the most of their time with us. By the time they leave us children are performing at or above national standards in English, maths and science. We try to ensure that they are well equipped to make the most of their transition to secondary school.

A close working relationship with parents is essential to our work here. In addition to twice yearly open evenings, curriculum updates and weekly newsletters we try to ensure an open atmosphere where parents can approach staff to discuss children’s progress when they wish. This ensures that any worries or concerns can be quickly dealt with. A member of the senior management team is normally available on gate duty each morning.
Our success is based upon a shared willingness to work hard to ensure the best for the children in our care. As well as a strong core curriculum we try to give the children access to a wide range of opportunities London has to offer. Children will visit many of the museums and art galleries in the area and we have a close working relationship with the Royal Albert Hall.
The school has a strong record of ICT use and development and we hope to extend this once we have access to the two ICT suites in the new extension.
We have close links with Lord’s cricket ground and many of our year 6 children visit there for training each week.

Attendance & Punctuality

Regular attendance is one of the keys to your child’s success at the school. Your child will find it very difficult to make sustained progress if their development is interrupted by the constant disruption of extended holidays abroad and intermittent attendance at school. For this reason we take our duty to encourage regular attendance very carefully. As Headteacher I will only consider applications for extended holiday permission for children whose attendance is at least 95%. Then we will only give permission for a maximum of ten days authorised absence.
Children who take unauthorised absence for an extended period will lose their places at the school.

Teachers start their morning lessons shortly after the registration bell. This goes at 8.55 a.m. for all children. Please get your child to school on time as arriving later not only disrupts their education but that of their classmates.
